Adjective @ Believed to be within one’s
financial means.

Agnostic (ag-nos-tik) Noun e A
person who holds that the existence
of the ultimate cause, as God, and
the essential nature of things are un-
known and unknowable, or that hu-
man knowledge is limited to experi-
ence.

Aioli (ahy-oh-lee) Noun e Mayon-
naise seasoned with garlic.

Alchemy (al-kuh-mee) Noun e The
medieval forerunner of chemistry,
concerned with the transmutation of
matter, in particular with attempts to
convert base metals into gold or find
a universal elixir.

Algebra (al-juh-bruh) Noun e The
part of mathematics in which letters
and other general symbols are used to
represent numbers and quantities in
formulae and equations.
